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How are fees developed?

Zero-Balance Budget
Total Expenses/attendees; Expenses i Income = 0

The following fees are based on approximately
the number of youth we had for the 2011 season



Summer Camp Fees
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Cub-Ville:

$35 Regular Fee per person
$25 Early Fee per person

Cub Mountain & AdVenture Weekend

$225 Regular Fee per person
$175 Early Fee per person

$450 Regular Fee for a full week of camp
$350 Early Fee for a full week of camp
